Options for Planned Giving 
 
Giving through your will or trust is a convenient way to leave a lasting legacy. By designating 
the Shepherd’s Center of Northern Virginia as a beneficiary of your retirement plan or 
including a bequest in your will or trust, you create a memorial to remind future generations 
of your commitment to helping older adults remain independent and connected to our 
community. Also, a planned gift is a thoughtful way to put your assets to beneficial use after 
you and your loved ones no longer need them. A gift can be included in your will or trust, or 
it can be added by your attorney at any time. Your financial advisor or attorney can discuss 
your options to determine the best plan for you. 
 
Bequests can take several forms. A specific bequest is a gift of something designated by the 
donor, such as: 
 

• a specific amount of money, security, piece of real estate, or other asset (suggested 
legal language: “I leave (dollar amount or asset) to the Shepherd’s Center of Northern 
Virginia, 111 Church Street, NW, Suite 202, Vienna, VA 22180, Tax ID #54-1882048, to 
be used for general purposes.”) 

 
• a percentage of an estate (suggested legal language: “I give and bequeath to the 

Shepherd’s Center of Northern Virginia, 111 Church Street, NW, Suite 202, Vienna, VA 
22180, Tax ID #54-1882048, the sum of (__) percentage of the rest, residue and 
remainder of my estate to be used for general purposes.”) 

 
• a residual bequest is made from what is left in an estate after all other bequests have 

been made (suggested legal language: “All the rest, residue and remainder of my 
estate, real and personal, I give, devise and bequeath to the Shepherd’s Center of 
Northern Virginia, 111 Church Street, NW, Suite 202, Vienna, VA 22180, Tax ID #54-
1882048, to be used for general purposes.) 

 
• another option is to name the Shepherd’s Center of Northern Virginia as a beneficiary
